After President Harding’s
death, Coolidge received the oath of office as President from his
father, a justice of the peace at Plymouth, Vermont. The first task
as President was clearing up the “Teapot Dome” scandal. Rapid
g 1 ies made it possible to red the public debt
and scale down the federal income tax.
